The completed Registration Form must be received no later than July 10 by Spinning
Spools Quilt Guild (SSQG). No entry will be accepted after this date without consent of
the Registration Coordinator. Please enter early, as the number of entries accepted is
limited to space available. You will be notified by email when your entry is received.
There is no entry fee for SSQG members. Fee for non-SSQG members (per quilt) is $10
for show only or $20 to be judged. Make checks payable to Spinning Spools Quilt Guild,
and include payment when delivering the quilt.

Quilts entered in previous SSQG shows are not eligible to enter again.

An entrant must have approval from the Quilt Show Committee to enter more than two
quilts in a single judged category. An entrant can enter quilts in different categories.

Each entry must be clean and free of smoke, odor, insects, and pet hair.

Each entry must have a fabric identification label sewn securely to the back of the quilt or
the Exhibitor's name written on the quilt to ensure the quilt will be returned to the correct
individual. A hanging sleeve is not required.

Each entry must be delivered in a bag or pillowcase that completely encloses the quilt.
Pillowcases or fabric bags are preferred. Bags or pillowcases must be marked with the
entrant's name.

The Quilt Show Committee reserves the right to make the final decision if a quilt does not
meet entry rules and requirements.

Entries must be delivered to the Pottawatomie County Museum, 614 E Main St,
Shawnee, OK on Saturday, July 19 between noon and 4 pm. You will be given a pick-
up ticket when you deliver your quilt.

After the show, all entries must be picked up at the Geiger Center, Oklahoma Baptist
University, Shawnee, OK by the Exhibitor or a designated person on Saturday, August 9
between 5 and 6 pm. You must have the pick-up ticket in order to pick up entries.

SSQG will not be responsible for any quilts not picked up.

Quilt Categories:
Category | Description

100 Miniature or Small Wall Quilt: May utilize any construction method.
Each side is 24" or less
200 Wall Quilt or Tablerunner: May utilize any construction method.
Any side is larger than 24"
300 Pieced, Small: Constructed primarily using piecing, although a small amount

of embellishment (such as limited applique) is allowed.

Small: Each side is less than 75"
400 Pieced, Large: Constructed primarily using piecing, although a small
amount of embellishment (such as limited applique) is allowed.

Large: Any side is greater than or equal to 75"

500 Applique: Constructed primarily using applique, although piecing together
applique blocks and adding pieced borders is allowed.
Any size
600 Mixed Techniques: Constructed using multiple techniques, such as a

combination of piecing and applique. This category also includes embroidery
(hand or machine), collage, and crazy quilts.

Any size
700 Child’s Quilt: Made for a child, not by a child.
Any size
800 Art Quilt or Modern Quilt: May be an original design, not utilizing traditional

blocks or patterns. May feature high contrasting colors, minimalism,
improvisational piecing, expansive negative space, or non-traditional layouts.
Any size
900 Group Quilt: Made by more than one person (not including the quilter). This
would include exchange quilts, where various people make individual blocks
that are then incorporated into one quilt.
Any size
1000 BOM: For SSQG 2023 and 2024 Block of the Month quilts.
Any size
1100 Youth Quilt: Made by someone under the age of 19. Any substantial
assistance by an adult should be noted on the Registration Form.
Any size
1200 Non-Judged: For display only, will not be judged.

Category Determination: The Quilt Show Committee, in conjunction with the Judge,
reserves the right to determine final placement of quilts in categories and to combine or divide
categories in order to facilitate judging.
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Awards: First, Second, and Third Place ribbons will be awarded at the Judge's sole
discretion in each category. If a category has only a few entrants, the Judge will determine if
all ribbons are awarded. Each First Place item will be eligible for Best of Show.

Special Awards: Best of Show, Judge's Choice, People's Choice
